Profile in brief

After the passing of the National Capital Region
Planning Board Act in January, 1985 by the Parlia-
ment, the NCR Planning Board was constituted on the
28th March, 1985 for the preparation of a Plan for
balanced development of the National Capital Region,
and for coordinating and monitoring the implementa-
tion of such plan and for evolving harmonised policies
for the control of landuse and development of infras-
tructure in the National Capital Region (NCR). The
Organisation is the first of its kind for the planning of an
inter-state Metropolitan Region in the Country through
a mechanism of participatory approach of the consti-
tuents of the Region namely, Delhi Union Territory,
Haryana, Rajasthan and Uttar Pradesh.

The Planning Committee, constituted under the NCR
Planning Board Act, 1985 on the 8th July, 1985 for
assisting the Board in the discharge of its functions,
met 19 times till March, 1990. The Committee consi-
dered and deliberated all issues and matters relating to
the planning of NCR for consideration of the Board.
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Project Sanctioning and Monitoring
Group, and Personnel Group

The Project Sanctioning and Monitoring Group
(PSMG) and, Personnel Group were constituted by the
Board. The PSMG identifies individual projects against
schemes approved by the Board for funding, sanctions
instalments and carries out a constant review of the
projects. The PSMG met 11 times till March, 1990.

The Personnel Group is delegated by the Board power
to create posts and appoint persons against them. This
Group met 7 times till March, 1990.
